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The EBAss European certification
Pathways to Certification for EBAss Accreditation Scheme

1. Introduction

Until now, initial and continuous education and training of hyperbaric centre personnel has not been
defined on a pan European level. As this is one of the main objectives of EBAss (European
Association of Baromedical Nurses and Operators), special Committees devoted to Education and
Accreditation of Personnel have been created, composed of members belonging to each category of
hyperbaric personnel.

2. Method

Following study of existing training and education programs in Europe and across the World, a global
and appropriate training system has been prepared. This system has been accepted by the ECHM
who integrated this resource manual as an ECHM document.

3. Discussion

Before the accreditation system can be launched there needs to be some clarification of how an
individual can go through the training and accreditation. Following research of other systems it is
felt that the following would be a sensible procedure:

3.1 Eligibility
Certification is available at several levels as agreed by EBAss/EBC/ECHM.
3.2 Process

Training to the EBAss framework must be completed prior to being accepted as eligible for
accreditation, successful completion will be proven by letter from the Training Centre; Training
establishments wishing to conduct theoretical training should apply to EBAss/EBC for approval to
conduct theoretical training. In addition candidates will need to produce suitable reports of
practical training provided by an approved training facility as required by EBC (Hyperbaric facilities
who wish to conduct training should apply to EBAss/EBC for approval to conduct practical training).
The only exception to requirement for training will be for applicants who can show that they have
worked at a Hyperbaric facility as hyperbaric chamber attendant or hyperbaric nurse for a period
of at least 2 years and can supply documentation proving this experience together with a letter
signed by the facility's Medical Director confirming their suitability; this evidence will be assessed
by the EBAss Board of Directors. Once this letter and evidence has been approved the candidate
will be permitted to attempt the on-line examination for the appropriate grade without being
required to go through the EBAss approved training scheme. This experience route will be available
for two years from January 2010; after January 2012 all personnel will be required to show
evidence of completion of an EBAss approved fraining scheme.

4. Examination

4.1 Practical assessments or examinations will be conducted by the participating facility who will be
working to the approved syllabus for training as published by EBAss. A letter confirming successful
completion from the present employer or Medical Director of a registered hyperbaric facility will
be required as proof of the candidate's competence. This letter will be sent to the EBAss
accreditation committee in support of the candidate’s application.

4.2 All theoretical examinations will be conducted on-line via the EBAss website. Identity of the
candidate will be the responsibility of the medical director of the facility. Access to the
appropriate level of examination will only be granted following acceptance of all of the above
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evidence of training and acceptance of payment (to be done electronically on-line). Applications
shall be made to the EBAss accreditation committee who will authorise the candidate for
examination and will issue the appropriate access codes; candidates shall allow 30 days from
submission of application to reception of access codes.

4.3 The examination timing will be evident before the candidate commences the theoretical
examination (total time for the examination will be equivalent to 1.5 minutes per question). Prior to
the examination being started the applicant will be provided with explanation of the mechanism of
how to complete the examination such that there will be no doubt about what is required of the
candidate. As soon as the candidate has accepted that they have read and understood the
instructions the examination time will start; if the candidate has not completed all of the questions
before the allowed time has elapsed the examination will be terminated and the completed
questions will be marked.

4.4 The examination will be marked automatically and results will be fransferred to the
accreditation administrator who will respond to the candidate with the result. If the candidate has
passed the examination, certification will be processed and sent to the candidate at the email
address supplied. In the event of failure, the topic(s) in which the candidate needs to show
improvement will be supplied to the candidate; individual questions will not be discussed with the
candidate or any other individual. The candidate will be invited to re-sit the examination not less
than one month following the original failure. During this month it is recommended that the
candidate seek some additional fraining to clarify any points of misunderstanding; when the month
has elapsed the candidate can apply for a re-sit access code which will be provided once the re-sit
fee has been accepted.

Candidates who fail the second attempt will be allowed one further attempt one month later but if
they are not successful then, the candidate will not be allowed to attempt the examination for a
further twelve months.

4.5 What will the candidate be required to have access to while performing the exam?
Computer with Internet connection.

Calculator.

Any required additional information will be provided electronically when required.

The examination is an “open book" examination therefore the candidate can have access to any
additional written information required but this does not extend to additional personnel input.

4 6 Pass Mark

All examinations have a pass mark of 70% personnel who achieve a pass of more than 90% will be
awarded "Pass with Distinction".

5. Duration of Certification & Renewal

5.1 Each certificate will be valid for 2 years from the date of qualification and reminders will be
automatically generated and sent to the candidate's supplied email address 6 months prior to
expiry. For a candidate to be eligible for renewal they will be required to provide evidence that
they have conducted at least 200 hours work at a hyperbaric facility verified by letter indicating
the suitability of the candidate from the Medical Director of the facility. In addition the
candidate shall provide evidence of 12 hours continuing professional development during the
previous 2 years. For instance this could be achieved by attendance at the bi-annual EBAss
meetings or attendance at relevant congresses.

5.2 Lapsed Certification: If individuals allow their certification to lapse they will be listed as
having lost their certification. If an individual's certification is allowed to lapse but the individual
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applies for renewal of their certification within 12 months of the date of lapse then a penalty
renewal fee of €200.00 will be payable; if the individual is an existing EBAss member the penalty
fee will be €100.00. In this case the new certification will be backdated to commence on the
original renewal date. If the individual does not renew their certification within 12 months of the
date of the original renewal then they would be required to start from scratch which will require
them tfo re-sit the appropriate EBAss examination for their level again paying the full fee in
addition to satisfying all requirements under the EBAss guidance on regaining lost certification.

6. Fees

Initial Certification (ECHCO or ECHRN): €200.00
For existing EBAss members: €100.00

Re-sit of examination following failure: €50.00
Renewal (ECHCO or ECHRN): £€150.00

For existing EBAss members: €50.00

7. Grandfather Clause

7.1 Only existing members of EBAss will be eligible for grandfathering their qualifications to the
new system. Persons wishing to apply for certification under the Grandfathering scheme must
submit an up to date Curriculum Vitae together with all necessary supporting documentation to the
EBAss Board of Directors where a decision will be made as to whether the individual will be
accepted. The decision of the EBAss Board of Directors is final.

7.2 EBAss/EBC recognises that a number of individuals will have existing qualification(s) for
instance those that have achieved qualification under the National Board of Diving & Hyperbaric
Medical Technology (NBDHMT) system. Individuals who can provide evidence of an in-date
certification for Certified Hyperbaric Technologist (CHT) will be issued with the European
Certified Hyperbaric Chamber Operator (ECHCO) or Certified Hyperbaric Registered Nurse
(CHRN) will be issued with the European Registered Hyperbaric Nurse (ERHN).

Other qualifications will be assessed as appropriate by application to the EBAss Board of Directors.

7.3 Evidence of in-date certification must be provided showing the name of the individual, date of
certification and expiry authenticity will be checked with NBDHMT register before cross over will
be accepted. Another route would be for individuals who can prove that they have worked in HBO
facilities for at least 10 years, or have a position of safety director (or equivalent) for at least a
period of 5 years.

7.4 The costs for Grandfathering across to the EBAss/EBC qualification €50.00 per person. Once
an individual has crossed over to EBAss/EBC they will be subject to review & renewal as detailed
above.

7.5 Duration of Grandfathering Scheme:

The Grandfathering scheme will run from January 2010 for a period of 2 years (January 2012)
following this, the only route for an individual to gain EBAss certification will be via completion of
examination as detailed in this document.

1. Introduction

Jusqu'a présent, la formation initiale ainsi que la formation continue du personnel des Centres
Hyperbare n'ont jamais été définies sur un plan Européen. C'était un objectif essentiel de EBAss
(European Association of Baromedical Nurses and Operators) qui au fravers de ses comités
Education et Accréditation, composés de chaque catégorie de personnel, s'est attelé a cette tdache.

2. Méthode

Prenant en compte les programmes d'entrdinements et de formations dans et en dehors d'Europe,
un document ressources ayant une approche globale et approprié a été préparé. Ce document
ressources a été accepté par I'ECHM et est depuis intégrer comme document ECHM.

3. Discussion

Avant le lancement du systeme de certification, il est important de d'apporter quelques
clarifications relatives aux conditions a remplir afin qu'une personne puisse se présenter aux
formations et &tre certifiée. La procédure suivante a été adoptée.

3.1 Eligibilité
La certification est valable a plusieurs niveaux et en accord avec EBAss/EBC/ECHM.
3.2 Processus

La formation suivant le document ressources doit €tre accomplie avant d'étre accepté comme
candidat a la certification, |'achévement réussi de la formation théorique sera prouvé par lettre du
Centre de formation;

Les Centres Hyperbares désireux de dispenser la théorie le pourront apres approbation de
EBAss/EBC. En plus les candidats disposeront de rapports d'entrdinements pratiques délivrés par
un Centre de formation approuvé comme exigé par EBC (Les Centres désireux de dispenser la
pratique le pourront apres approbation de EBAss/EBC). La seule exception a cette exigence de
formation préalable est réservée aux personnes qui peuvent prouver qu'elles travaillent dans un
centre hyperbare comme accompagnateur ou infirmier durant une période d'au moins 2 ans et qui
feront état de cette expérience par une lettre signée du Directeur Médical du centre hyperbare
concerné. Cette lettre sera adressée au Conseil d' Administration de EBAss. Lorsque cette demande
aura été approuvée, le candidat sera autorisé a réalisé I'examen en ligne, dans le cadre de ses
fonctions, en vue d'étre certifié. Cette exception est valable a partir de 2010 jusqu'a janvier 2012.
Apres cette date, tous le personnel désireux d'étre certifié devra suivre une formation telle que
définie dans le document ressources.

4. Les examens

4.1 Les examens théoriques et pratiques seront organisés par le centre hyperbare participant sur la
base des syllabus d'exercices publiés par EBAss. La réussite du candidat sera confirmée
I'employeur actuel ou le Directeur Médical du Centre Hyperbare participant. Elle sera la preuve des
compétences du candidat. Cette lettre sera envoyée au Comité d'Accréditation de EBAss afin
d'obtenir la certification du candidat.
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4.2 Tous les examens théoriques seront réalisés "En Ligne" via le site de EBAss: www.ebass.org.
L'identité du candidat est de la responsabilité du Directeur Médical du centre hyperbare. L'acces
au niveau approprié de |'examen sera garanti suivant |'acceptation des preuves citées ci-dessus, de
la formation, a |I'acceptation droit d'inscription (paiement en ligne). Les droits seront accordés par
le Comité d'Accréditation de EBAss qui autorisera le candidat a I'examen en lui attribuant un code
d'accés approprié; les candidats auront 30 jours d'attente entre la demande et la réception des
codes d'acces.

4.3 La durée de |'examen théorique doit tre évidente pour le candidat avant qu'il ne commence (la
durée totale sera équivalente a 1 minute et demi par question). Prioritairement il sera demandé au
candidat de prouver qu'il a bien compris le mécanisme du systéme ou comment compléter |'examen
de telle maniére qu'il n'y a aucun doute sur ce qui est demandé au candidat. Dés que le candidat
aura lu, compris et accepté les instructions le décompte de temps de |'examen commence; si le
candidat, au terme du temps imparti, n'a pas répondu a toutes les questions, |'examen sera terminé
et seules les questions répondues seront prises en comptes.

4.4 Le résultat de I'examen est automatisé, ce résultat sera envoyé a |I'Administrateur de
I'Accréditation qui transférera les résultats vers le candidat. Si le candidat a réussi |'examen son
certificat sera traité et envoyé par Email. En cas d'échec a |'examen, les matieres dans lesquelles le
candidat a besoin d'un perfectionnement Iui seront fournies; les questions individuelles ne seront
pas discutées avec le candidat ni avec tout autre personne. Le candidat sera invité a représenter
I'examen, mais pas avant un délai d'un mois aprés |'échec. Durant ce mois il est recommandé au
candidat d'approfondir les matieres défaillantes. Aprés un mois, le candidat peut a nouveau faire
une nouvelle demande de code d'accés qui lui seront envoyés apres réception des droits d'inscription
adéquats. Les candidats qui échouent une seconde fois peuvent d nouveau tenter encore un mois
apres, mais s'il échouent une nouvelle fois ils ne pourront plus représenter d'examen avant douze
mois.

4.5 De quoi le candidat d besoin afin de présenter |'examen?

Un ordinateur avec connexion internet.

Une calculatrice.

Toutes les informations nécessaires seront envoyées électroniquement lorsque nécessaire.
L'examen est a livre ouvert, par conséquent, le candidat peut avoir toutes les informations écrites
qu'il juge nécessaire.

4.6 Conditions de réussite

Chaque examen est considéré comme réussit a condition d'obtenir 70%. Les personnes qui
obtiennent un résultat de plus de 90% réussiront avec Distinction.

5. Durée et renouvellement de la certification.

5.1 Chaque certificat aura une validité de 2 ans a partir de la date de qualification. Le rappel sera
automatiquement généré et envoyé a I'adresse Email du candidat 6 mois avant expiration. Pour
pouvoir prétendre au renouvellement, il sera demandé au candidat de prouver avoir travaillé dans un
Centre Hyperbare au moins 200 heures par lettre signée du Directeur Médical du Centre. En plus, le
candidat devra prouver la participation a au moins 12 heures de formation continuée sur la période
de 2 ans. Par exemple, la participation au meeting biannuel de EBAss ou la participation a un congres
approprié.

5.2 Perte de certification:

Si une personnes perde sa certification, elle sera listée comme ayant perdu sa certification. Si
apres la perte de certification, cette personne demande son renouvellement dans les 12 mois de la
date d'expiration alors une pénalité de 200€ sera redevable; si cette personne est un membre de
EBAss la pénalité sera de 100€. Dans ce cas, la nouvelle certification sera anti datée d la date du

renouvellement original. Si une personne ne renouvelle pas sa certification dans les 12 mois de la
date de renouvellement il lui sera demandé, si d'aventure elle désire récupérer sa certification, de
recommencer fout d zéro; satisfaire aux examens EBAss du niveau approprié et payer les droits
d'inscription requis.

7. La clause « 6rand Pére »

7.1 Seuls les membres existants de EBAss pourront prétendre a la clause de « Grand Pere ». Les
personnes souhaitant voir appliquer leur certification selon le systeme du « Grand Pere » devront
envoyer un Curriculum Vitae ainsi que tous documents jugés nécessaires au Conseil d'Administration
de EBAss. La décision du Conseil d'Administration de EBAss est définitive.

7.2 EBAss/EBC reconnait qu'un certain nombre de personnes disposent, pour |'heure, de
qualifications telles que National Board of Diving & Hyperbaric Medical Technology (NBDHMT) ou
autres. Les personnhes pouvant prouver, date a |'appui, d'une Certification de Technicien Hyperbare
(CHT) seront évalués au niveau du European Certified Hyperbaric Chamber Operator (ECHCO), les
personnes ayant la qualification d'infirmier hyperbare (CHRN) seront évalués au niveau du European
Registered Hyperbaric Nurse (ECRHN).

1. Einfihrung

Bisher wurde die Aus- und Weiterbildung von Personal hyperbarer Zentren nicht auf
gesamteuropdischer Ebene definiert. Hierbei handelt es sich um eines der wichtigsten Ziele der
EBAss (European Baromedical Association for Nurses, Operators and Technicians). Die EBAss
bildete fiir die Ausbildung und Akkreditierung spezielle Ausschiisse, deren Mitglieder sich aus den
verschiedenen Personalkategorien in hyperbaren Einrichtungen zusammensetzen.

2. Methode

Nach Studie bestehender europa- bzw. weltweiter Trainings- und Ausbildungsprogrammen wurde ein
globales, zweckentsprechendes Ausbildungssystem entwickelt. Dies wurde durch die ECHM
akzeptiert und als ECHM-Dokumente aufgenommen.

3. Diskussion

Bevor das Akkreditierungssystem gestartet werden kann braucht es eine Klarstellung, wie man die
Ausbildung und Zulassung absolvieren kann. Aus der Erfahrung mit anderen Systemen zeigt sich,
dass folgendes ein verniinftiges Verfahren ware:

3.1 Auswahl
Die Zertifizierung ist auf mehreren Ebenen maglich wie mit EBAss/ EBC / ECHM vereinbart.

3.2 Prozess

Die Ausbildung innerhalb des EBAss-Konzeptes muss vor Abschluss als akkreditierungskonform
bestdtigt werden, der erfolgreiche Abschluss muss schriftlich vom Ausbildungszentrum
nachgewiesen werden. Ausbildungszentren, welche die Ausbildung nach EBAss/EBC durchfiihren
wollen, miissen die theoretische Ausbildung durch die EBAss genehmigen lassen.

Dariiber hinaus miissen die Bewerber Berichte iiber die praktische Ausbildung an einer durch die
EBC anerkannten Ausbildungsstdtte erstellen (Hyperbare Einrichtungen, welche die praktische
Ausbildung durchfiihren méchten, miissen durch die EBAss/EBC dafiir zugelassen sein). Die einzige
Ausnahme dieser Anforderungen ist, wenn Bewerber nachweisen kénnen, dass sie fiir mindestens 2
Jahre als Druckkammerbegleiter oder als Hyperbarmedizinische Pflegekraft an einer hyperbaren
Einrichtung gearbeitet haben. Dies muss von dem Arztl. Leiter der hyperbaren Einrichtung
bestdtigt werden. Dies wird vom Vorstand der EBAss gepriift. Nach Uberpriifung und Zustimmung
des EBAss-Vorstandes, kdnnen Bewerber an der Online-Priifung teilnehmen, ohne dass er/sie an
einer durch die EBAss genehmigten Ausbildung teilgenommen hat. Diese Regelung gilt ab Januar
2010 fiir zwei Jahre. Ab Januar 2012 sind alle Bewerber verpflichtet, den erfolgreichen Abschluss
einer durch die EBAss genehmigten Ausbildung nachzuweisen.

4. Priifung

4.1 Praktische Beurteilungen oder Priifungen werden von den teilnehmenden Einrichtungen
durchgefiihrt. Grundlage ist die durchgefiihrte Ausbildung nach dem durch die EBAss genehmigten
Lehrplan.

Die Bestdtigung des erfolgreichen Abschlusses der Ausbildung wird durch den Arbeitgeber oder
Arztl. Leiter der anerkannten hyperbaren Einrichtung an den EBAss-Akkreditierungsausschuss zur
Anerkennung gesendet.
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4.2 Alle theoretischen Priifungen werden online liber die EBAss-Website durchgefiihrt. Die
Identitdt des Bewerbers liegt in der Verantwortung des Arztl. Leiters der jeweiligen Einrichtung.
Der Zugang zu den entsprechenden Priifungslevel wird nur gewdhrt, wenn per Antrag die
Bestdtigungen der erfolgreich durchgefiihrten Ausbildung und die Zahlung der Gebiihren (auf
elektronischem Wege) eingegangen sind. Die Antrage sind an das EBAss-Akkreditierungskommitee
zu senden, welches die Bewerber zur Priifung zuldsst und den Zugangscode ausgibt. Die Bewerber
erhalten spdtestens 30 Tage nach Antrageinreichung den Zugangscode.

4.3 Die Priifungsdauer wird dem Kandidaten vor der theoretischen Priifung angezeigt (die
Gesamtzeit ergibt sich aus der Vorgabe von 1,5 Minuten/Frage). Bevor die Priifung gestartet wird,
wird dem Kandidaten die Vorgehensweise und der Ablauf der Priifung erkldart. Somit wird vorher
deutlich gemacht, was vom Kandidaten erwartet wird. Sobald dies vom Kandidaten gelesen,
verstanden und akzeptiert ist wird die Priifung gestartet. Wenn der Kandidat nicht alle Fragen
innerhalb der vorgegebenen Zeit beantwortet hat, wird die Priifung beendet und die beantworteten
Fragen werden markiert.

4.4 Die Priifung wird automatisch markiert und die Ergebnisse werden an den Akkreditierungs-
Beauftragten gesendet, welcher sich mit dem Ergebnis an den Kandidaten wendet. Ist die Priifung
bestanden, wird die Zertifizierung weiter bearbeitet und das Zertifikat an die E-Mail-Adresse des
Kandidaten gesendet. Im Falle des Nichtbestehens der Priifung werden die Fragen, bei denen der
Kandidat nachbessern muss angezeigt. Individuelle Fragen oder Diskussionen von bzw. mit dem
Kandidaten sind nicht maglich. Der Kandidat kann die Priifung nach einer Wartezeit von mindestens
einem Monat wiederholen. Es wird empfohlen, dass der Kandidat innerhalb dieses Monats
Unklarheiten beseitigt und seinen Wissensstand in Theorie und Praxis nachbessert. Ist dieser
Monat verstrichen, kann der Kandidat den Code fiir die Wiederholungspriifung beantragen, welcher
ihm zugeteilt wird nachdem die entsprechende Gebiihr eingegangen ist. Kandidaten, welche die
Priifung ein zweites Mal nicht bestehen, kannen friihestens nach einem weiteren Monat wiederholen.
Scheitert auch dieser Versuch, ist der nachste Versuch erst nach 12 Monaten maglich.

Die Priifung ist eine ,Open-Book-Priifung”, was bedeutet, dass der Kandidat seine schriftliche

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Presentation of the Department of Hyperbaric and Diving Medicine (DHDM)
of the Athens Naval Hospital (ANH)

The Department of Hyperbaric and Diving Medicine (DHDM) of the Athens Naval Hospital (ANH)
operates a complex of chambers of the latest technology. The efforts and trials of the DHDM
staff up to the establishment of the complex in October 2004 were many and long-lasting but the
initiation of HBO treatment on 05/2/2005 has made us all proud.

The manufacturing company, which is based in Germany, is Haux-Life Support. The complex
consists of 3 different chambers:

The Simulation chamber (SC) which is model Haux-STARMED 2500. Its capacity under normal
circumstances is up to 12 people, and 24 in emergency situations. This chamber is capable of
treating up to 2 IC cases at the same time. It also has an ‘aint’ pre-chamber of 2 people capacity.
The SC can operate under pressure of up to 5.5 bar while its weight comes up to 24 tons and its
height is 2.5 meters. In the SC all the HBO cases and most of the diving accidents are treated.
The Therapy chamber (TC) which is model Haux-DIVESTAR 3000. Its capacity under normal
circumstances is up to 4 people and 9 in emergency situations. The TC can operate under pressure
of up to 25 bar while its weight comes up to 23 tons and its height is 3 meters. Its main
characteristic is that it has the capability of performing compression using mixture of gases (e. g
Trimix) so as to support an extreme deep diving accident by simulating conditions similar to the
dive. Moreover, it has the internationally used '‘bayonet’ connection in order for a mobile chamber
(containing patient) to be adapted without being decompressed (transfer under pressure).

The Diagnostic chamber (DC) which is model Haux- DIVESTAR 2500. Its capacity is up to 4 people,
it can operate under pressure of up to 25 bar while its weight comes up to 25 tons and its height is
2.5 meters. It can also be compressed using mixture of gases as the TC. Its main characteristic is
that it can be filled up to 66% of its capacity with water (wet and dry compartment). This chamber
has been constructed for research and testing material or new applications.

The above mentioned chambers are connected with one another and can operate either all
simultaneously or each one autonomously under different pressure.

The medical and paramedical staff of the DHDM is well-trained in Greek universities, specialized
schools of the Hellenic Navy but also in HBO centers abroad. The technical staff has a background
of a technical specialty within the Navy and is also trained by the Haux Company.

Moreover, not only Greek but also foreign trainees, nurses and doctors exist in the DHDM. These
participate in the daily programme of the department. The training program is organized according
to the needs of the DHDM but also of the Hellenic Navy. This will soon be reformed according to
the standards of the ECHM and EBAss.
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The mission of the DHDM is:

1. HBO treatment of cases, as indicated by the EUBS. During the year 2009 the number of
patients treated for the first time or for follow up was 517, while the total number of
hyperbaric sessions was 4417 for all three chambers.

2. Medical coverage of diving activities all over Greece, 24 hours a day. Specifically, for the
year 2009, 24 diving accidents were treated with 100% success rate.

3. Managerial co-ordination and coverage of submarine accidents

4. The informing and education of the Hellenic forces staff concerning diving activities

5. Check up for divers. For the year 2009, 380 pressurization tests took place during the
medical assessment of military and non military divers.

6. Research

7. Inspection of diving equipment

8. Constant training, participation in Congresses and European organizations along with

publications by the DHDM staff.
The Department runs a yearly Diving & Hyperbaric Medicine Course. The participants are
medical staff from the National Health System and the language is Greek.

The Department’'s main fields of interest and ongoing research are:

Wound healing

Sudden deafness

Post-radiation injuries(e .g enteritis, osteoradionecrosis, soft tissue radionecrosis )
Sport injuries

Diving accidents and follow up treatments

Education on HBO and diving medicine and nursing for Greek and foreign personnel.

Acceptance of a manuscript is based on originality and quality of the work as well as the clarity of presentation. All
manuscripts will be evaluated for significance, soundness, and conformance to journal format by two or more members of the
Editorial Board or guest referees.
After manuscripts have been accepted, authors are asked to submit the final version of the paper electronically or on
computer diskette.
Preparation of Manuscripts
Title: A cover sheet which gives the title of the paper, the names and affiliations of the authors; a short title (running
head): and the name, address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address (if any) of the corresponding author must
accompany the manuscript.
Text: Except in unusual situations, the manuscript should be divided into Introduction, Methods, Results, and Discussion.
The overriding principles are that the composition is correct and unambiguous, clear, and concise. The active voice is usually
preferable to the passive voice. Parallel construction of groups of like items or concepts aids in comprehension. Figures
should be uncomplicated and legible. Abbreviations and acronyms should not be overused, should be clearly defined at their
first appearance in the abstract and in the text, and should be avoided in the title. Specific items of information should
appear only once in the manuscript; there should not be verbatim repetition in the text of material that appears in a table or
figure, duplication of data in graphs and tables, or repetition in Discussion of information that appears in Results.
All accepted manuscripts are subject to final editing in the Editorial Office to improve readability and to conserve space.
References: Authors are responsible for verifying references against the original documents. References must be numbered
consecutively in the order in which they first appear in the text, and identified in the text by Arabic numerals in
parentheses.
